His dream is to have one of his dogs recognized by the Andalusian
Podenco Club. It is six years since his mother died of breast cancer, and the family
unit – his father; his older sister, Marianxo – has suffered as a result. The question
is, will he go off the rails, become a drug addict like so many of those around him,
or will he manage to keep his dignity intact, to control his temper? Life is a role-
playing game, filled with obstacles and opportunities. The important thing is to
focus our energies on the right objective.
